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DISCUSSION: The Director, Texas Service Center, initially denied the application to register 
permanent residence or adjust status (Form 1-485) and affirmed his decision in a subsequently filed 
motion to reopen or reconsider that he certified to the Administrative Appeals Office (AAO) for 
review. On September 23, 2010, the AAO affirmed the director's decision to deny the application. 
The AAO now reopens the matter on a Service motion pursuant to 8 C.F.R. § 103.5(a)(5)(i) to 
withdraw its prior decision. 

A review of the record reveals that the applicant was granted lawful permanent residence status on 
April 12, 2010 by the Director, Texas Service Center, pursuant to a Service motion to reopen under 
8 C.F.R. § 103.5(a)(5)(i) that the director had issued on March 23, 2010. We concur with the 
director's determination in this matter and withdraw our September 23, 2010 decision to the contrary. 
The applicant remains a lawful permanent resident of the United States. 

ORDER: The AAO's September 23, 2010 decision is withdrawn. The applicant remains a lawful 
permanent resident of the United States.
