DISCUSSION: The employment-based immigrant visa petition was denied by the Director, Nebraska
Service Center on May 31, 2008. The matter is now before the Administrative Appeals Office on appeal. On
September 26, 2008, counsel requested that the appeal in behalf of the petitioner be withdrawn.
