DISCUSSION: The employment-based immigrant visa petition was denied by the Director, Texas Service 
Center. The Administrative Appeals Office (AAO) summarily dismissed a subsequent appeal. The matter is now 
before the AAO on a motion to reopen nuncpro tunc. The motion will be dismissed. 

The regulation at 8 C.F.R. 5 103.5(a)(l)(iii) states, in pertinent part: 

Filing Requirements-A motion shall be submitted . . . 

(A) In writing and signed by the affected party or the attorney or representative of record, if 
any. 

The regulation at 8 C.F.R. 5 103.3(a)(l)(iii) states, in pertinent part: 

(B )  Meaning of affectedparty. For purposes of this section and $ 5  103.4 and 103.5 of this 
part, affected party (in addition to the Service) means the person or entity with legal 
standing in a proceeding. It does not include the beneficiary of a visa petition. 

The motion is signed by George Giosmas. The record does not contain a Form G-28, Notice of Entry of 
Appearance as Attorney or Representative, authorizing ~ r o  act on behalf of the petitioner. The 
beneficiary signed the only G-28 submitted by Mr.- 

As only an affected party, a person or entity with legal standing, may file a motion, the motion has not been filed 
by any entity with legal standing in the proceeding. Therefore, the motion has not been properly filed and must 
be dismissed. 

ORDER: The motion is dismissed.
