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DISCUSSION: The employment-based immigrant visa petition was denied by the Director, Vermont Service 
Center, and is now before the Administrative Appeals Ofice (AAO) on appeal. The appeal will be rejected. 

The petitiober is a subsidiary of the Seventh-day Adventist Church. It seeks to classify the beneficiary as a 
special imrbigrant religious worker pursuant to section 203(b)(4) of the Immigration and Nationality Act (the 
Act), 8 U.S.C. 9 1353(b)(4), to perform services as a literature evangelist. The director determined that the 
petitioner had not established that the position qualified as that of a religious worker. 

The regulation at 8 C.F.R. $ 103.3(a)(l)(iii) states, in pertinent part: 

(B)  Meaning of aflectedparty. For purposes of this section and $9 103.4 and 103.5 of 
this part, affectedparty (in addition to the Service) means the person or entity with legal 
standing in a proceeding. It does not include the beneficiary of a visa petition. 

The regulatfon at 8,C.F.R 3 103.3(a)(2)(v) states:

IlpproperZy filed appeal - (A) Appeal fled by person or entity not entitled to file it -' (I )  
IEejection without refind offiling fee. An appeal filed by a person or entity not entitled to 
flle it must be rejected as improperly filed. In such a case, any filing fee the Service has 
akcepted ,will not be refunded.

Only an &kcted pai-ty, a person or entity with legal standing, may file an appeal of an unfavorable decision. It is 
noted that the only G-28, Notice of Entry of Appearance as Attorney or Representative, in the record of 
proceeding is on b e p f  of the beneficiary, and has been signed by the beneficiary add not by the petitioner. The 

beeni filed by the petitioner, nor by any entity with legal standing in the proceeding, but rather, by 
beneFciary. Therefore the appeal has not been properly filed and must be rejected.
