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DISCUSSION: The application for temporary resident status was initially denied by the 
Director, Western Service Center. The matter was subsequently reopened and denied by the 
Director, California Service Center. The case is now before the Administrative Appeals Office 
(AAO) on appeal. The appeal will be dismissed. 

The director of the Western Service Center denied the application on December 3, 1991, because 
the applicant failed to appear for two scheduled interviews. On December 18, 1991, the 
applicant filed an appeal from the denial decision. On appeal, the applicant admitted that she 
failed to attend her two scheduled interviews and requested that she be given another opportunity 
to be interviewed. 

On February 18, 1992, the director reopened the case and provided the applicant with another 
opportunity to be interviewed. The applicant appeared for her interview on December 23, 1992. 
The interviewing officer noted that the applicant did not provide any of the required 
documentation to establish her eligibility for temporary resident status. The applicant was 
granted until January 24, 1992, to submit evidence to establish her continuous residence in the 
United States since 1981, a notarized letter of employment, and a completed Form 1-693, 
Medical Examination. The applicant did not submit the required documentation. 

On September 25, 2004, the Director of the California Service Center reopened the case and 
requested that the applicant submit evidence to establish continuous residence in the United 
States since 1981. a notarized emulovment letter. and a comuleted Form 1-693. Medical 
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Examination. ~he'notice was mailed to the applicant at her mos; current address, - but was returned to the California Service Center as 
undeliverable mail. 

On January 13, 2005, the director denied the application again because the applicant failed to 
submit a complete application including proof of continuous residence, proof of financial 
responsibility, and Form 1-693. The director informed the applicant that her appeal was still in 
effect and granted her 30 days to submit the required documentation. The denial decision was 
mailed to the applicant at the same address as the notice of intent to deny, but was returned to the 
California Service Center as undeliverable mail. 

An applicant for temporary resident status must present documents establishing proof of identity, 
proof of residence, and proof of financial responsibility, as well as photographs, a completed 
Fingerprint Card (Form FD-258), and a fully completed Form 1-693 report of medical 
examination. See 8 C.F.R. 5 245a.2(d). 

In this case, despite numerous requests, the applicant has not submitted any evidence to establish 
continuous unlawful residence in the United States from prior to January 1, 1982 through May 4, 
1988, proof of financial responsibility. and a fully completed Form 1-693 report of medical 
examination. 
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Consequently it cannot be concluded that the applicant has submitted a complete application as 
required under 8 C.F.R. 5 245a.2(d). The applicant is, therefore, ineligible for temporary resident 
status under section 245A of the Act on this basis. 

ORDER: The appeal is dismissed. This decision constitutes a final notice of ineligibility
