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DISCUSSION: The application for adjustment from temporary to permanent resident status was denied by
the Field Office Director, Los Angeles, and is now before the Administrative Appeals Office on appeal. The
appeal will be dismissed.

The director denied the application because the applicant's two convictions for felony offenses rendered him
statutorily ineligible to adjust his status to that ofa permanent resident.

On appeal, the applicant does not contest the basis for the denial. Rather, he apologizes for his past behavior
and stresses his need to maintain his work authorization so that he can continue to financially support his
family.

An alien who has been convicted of a felony is ineligible for adjustment from temporary to permanent
resident status. 8 C.F.R. § 245a.3(c)(l).

As stated in 8 C.F.R. § l03.3(a)(3)(iv), any appeal which is filed that fails to state the reason for appeal, or is
patently frivolous, will be summarily dismissed.

A review of the decision reveals the director accurately set forth a legitimate basis for denial of the
application. On appeal, the applicant has not presented additional evidence in an effort to overcome the basis
for denial. Nor has he disputed the grounds stated for the denial. The appeal must therefore be summarily
dismissed.

ORDER: The appeal is dismissed. This decision constitutes a final notice of ineligibility.
