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DISCUSSION: The application for permanent resident status under the Legal Immigration Family
Equity (LIFE) Act was denied by the District Director, Dallas, Texas, and is now before the
Administrative Appeals Office on appeal. The appeal will be rejected.

The regulation at 8 C.F.R. § 103.2(a)(1) provides, in part, that “[e]very application, petition,
appeal, motion, request ... shall be executed and filed in accordance with the instructions on the
form, such instructions ... being hereby incorporated into the particular section of the regulations
in this chapter requiring its submission.” The instructions at item six on the appeal Form 1-290B
specifically require a signature of this form when the decision is appealed.

The Form I-290B was not signed by the applicant. Therefore, the appeal has not been properly
filed, and must be rejected.

ORDER: The appeal is rejected.
