DISCUSSION: The application for permanent resident status under the Legal Immigration Family Equity 
(LIFE) Act was denied by the District Director, Houston, Texas, and is now before the Administrative 
Appeals Office on appeal. The case will be remanded for further action and consideration. 

The director denied the application because the applicant failed to submit the court disposition, indictment 
and judgment of his October 1 1, 199 1 arrest for retail fraud. 

The regulation at 8 C.F.R. $ 245a.20(a)(2) provides that when an adverse decision is proposed, Citizenship 
and Immigration Services shall notify the applicant of its intent to deny the application and the basis for the 
proposed denial. The applicant will be granted 30 days from the date of the notice in which to respond to the 
notice of intent to deny. 

The record, however, does not reflect that a Notice of Intent to Deny was issued prior to the director's Notice 
of Decision. 

Accordingly, the case is remanded for the issuance of a Notice of Intent to Deny and for the entry of a new 
decision in accordance with the foregoing. If the new decision is adverse, it shall be certified to this 
office. 

We note that the record also reflects that the applicant was convicted in the County Criminal Court, Harris 
County, Texas on Dece 1992, for- the misdemeanor offense of failure to stop and give 
information, case numbe The applicant was sentenced to 30 days in jail. We further note that 
the applicant was the investigation of immigration fraud based on marriage to obtain 
immigration benefits. The investigation concluded on March 13, 1990, concluding that fraud could not be 
established. 

ORDER: This matter is remanded for further action and consideration pursuant to the above.
