aiiernatrve basis tbr denial. An aiit-n applying for temposar; proiected sutus, has the burden of proving that Ile or 
shc nlrets the requirements enurnwdtcd above and is otherwise eligible under the prc>~isro!ss of scciion 243 of the 
Act. 'FIE applicant has [ailed to meet this burden. 

ORDER: The appeal is dismissed.
