DISCUSSION: The initial application was denied by the Director, Texas Service Center (TSC). A subsequent 
application for re-registration was denied by the Director, California Service Center (CSC), and is currently 
before the Administrative Appeals Office (AAO) on appeal. The initial application will be reopened, sua sponte, 
by the Chief, AAO, and the case will be remanded for further consideration and action. 

The applicant claims to be a native and citizen of Honduras who is seeking Temporary Protected Status (TPS) 
under section 244 of the Immigration and Nationality Act (the Act), 8 U.S.C. 5 1254. 

The applicant filed an initial Form 1-821, Application for Temporary Protected Status, which was denied by the 
TSC Director on November 20, 2002, after determining that the applicant had abandoned his application by 
failing to respond to a Notice of Intent to Deny. 

The applicant filed a subsequent Form 1-821 on December 23, 2004, and indicated that he was re-registering for 
TPS. 

The director denied the re-registration application because the applicant's initial TPS application had been denied 
and the applicant was not eligible to apply for re-registration for TPS.

Application for Temporary Protected Status, on June 4, 2002, listing a mailing address oj 
I However, the TSC director sent the applicant's denial notice dated 

I the address that he listed on his initial Form 1-82 1 and not to the updated mailing address 
he had provided for the record. 

The TSC Director's denial of the initial application will be withdrawn; the application will be remanded for a new 
decision. The CSC Director's denial of the application for re-registration or renewal is dependent upon the 
adjudication of the initial application. Since the initial application is being remanded, the current decision will 
also be remanded to the director for further review pursuant to the new decision on the initial application. The 
director may request any evidence deemed necessary to assist with the determination of the applicant's eligibility 
for TPS. 

Although not addressed by the director, the applicant has provided insufficient evidence to establish that he is 
a national or citizen of Honduras. The record does not contain any photo identification such as a passport or 
national identity document to establish his nationality. 8 C.F.R. 5 244.2(a) and 5 244.9(a)(l). 

An alien applying for temporary protected status has the burden of proving that he or she meets the requirements 
cited above and is otherwise eligible under the provisions of section 244 of the Act. 

ORDER: The initial application is reopened, the director's decision is withdrawn and the application is 
remanded. The re-registration application is remanded for further action consistent with the 
director's new decision on the initial application.
