This office is in receipt of your response to our Request for Evidence, dated July 12, 2011. The response 

was received on September 30, 2011. Although your response has complied with most of USCIS' request 

for regional center designation, it appears that new issues have 1surfaced with respect to capital at risk. 

Capital at Risk: Redemption Agreements 

Redemption Agreements that involve the guarantee of the return of capital are not EB-5 compliant. 

Upon further review, USCIS observes that the arrangements contained in the Operating Agreement, Limited 

Partnership Agreement and Confidential Private Placement Memorandum, constitute arrangements for the 

return of investment capital as cash distributions from the investors' return of investment. Such 

arrangements are impermissible and do not constitute capital at risk. 

1 This section is also found on page 13, Section 5.03 !lli!riliJlli.QJ!li.QllimJ~ of the Limited Partnership Agreement of the Exemplar 
Comprehensive Care Facility Project dated September 22, 20 II. 
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Any arrangements whereby the investor is expected or guaranteed to receive his/her capital prior to end of 

the two-year period of conditional residence is impermissible under the existing statute and regulations. 

Matter of Izumii explains that investors "may not enter into a redemption agreement with the new commercial 

enterprise at any time prior to completing ail of his cash payments" or "enter into a redemption agreement 

prior to the end of the two-year period of conditional residence."

The proposed Regional Center entity, San Francisco Regional Center, ("SFRC"), is a California corporation 
established on September 14, 2010. SFRC is requesting jurisdiction over the geographic areas of 
Alameda, Contra Costa and San Francisco Counties in the State of California. SFRC plans to offer EB-5 
capital investment opportunities in affiliated new commercial enterprises, organized as LLCs and/ or LPs, 
focusing on projects in the following industry categories: 

1. NAICS 621493 Ambulatory Health Care 
2. NAICS 325199, 5417 Sei"vices for the Elderly and Persons with Disabilities 
3. NAICS 518 Digital Arts/Digital Media

7. NAICS 488, 484, 493 Logistics & Transportation

The capital investment projects will involve a. combination of equity invesnnenrs and/ or loans to job 
creating enterprises located within the proposed bounds of the Regional Center. 

8 CFR 204.6 (m)(3), which is appended to this notice, describes the evidence that must be submitted in 
support of a Regional Center proposal. After review of your proposal, the following information, evidence 
and/or clarification is required.

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Promotion of Economic Growth within the selected Geographic Area (8 CFR 204.6(m)(3)(i)): 

A Regional Center's geographic area must be contiguous and clearly delineated. Please do not confuse the 
Regional Center's jurisdiction over a geographic area, with the geographic area that is a Targeted 
Employment Area ("TEA") which may be located within the bounds of your Regional Center's jurisdiction.

Note: For immigrant investors requesting the reduced threshold of $500,000 based upon an investment in 
a TEA, the immigrant investor must when filing a Form I-52 6, establish at the time of filing that the 
investment will be made either in a TEA designated area or was in a TEA designated area at the time of the 
alien's initial investment into the enterprise. TEA determinations are not made within the context of the 
adjudication of Regional Center Proposals and thus cannot be relied on to establish TEA eligibility in 
prospective Form I-526 petitions. For California, the agency that provides designation services for TEA 
areas is the Secretary ofBusi~ess, Transportation and Housing. 

Regional or National impact of the Regional Center (8 CFR 204.6 (m)(3)(iv) and 8 CFR 204.6(m)(v)): 

In order to demonstrate the prospective regional or national impacts of the Regional Center, you have 
provided a Business Plan and an Economic Analysis. 

The Economic Analysis was prepared by Beacon Economics and dated December 2010. The economic 
analysis states that the analysis will use RIMS II as its general preference in analysis, bur will also use 
IMPLAN "for projects that will likely entail significant construction or renovation" because "unlike RIMS II, 
IMPLAN allows us to separate direct from indirect and induced jobs." At regional center designation, 
users approves how regional centers will calculate job creation, the method, and how they will create the 
jobs. users therefore requires the analysis to include the inputs from the business plan to the method of 
calculation, using the econometric methodology. Even if the business plan is hypothetical, the inputs must 
be reasonable. One key input in all economettic models is the industry. Determining what is the correct 
industry definition is dependent on the model selected. IMPLAN does not use the same industry definition 
as RIMS IL REDYN uses a different approach. Therefore, if two models will be used, USCIS requires one 
economic analysis by industry for each economic model selected. If the regional center is requesting 1 0 
industries categories, then the regional center will need to submit 20 reports, one for each category, that is, 
one for RIMS II and one for IMPLAN. Or the regional center can select one model that will be used for 
each industry. The evidence, moreover, does not establish how the proposed business activities presented 
in the proposal will impact and/ or benefit the proposed regional center as a whole. 
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The analysis provided does not dearlrexplain the economic impact or the job creating impact for the 
enterprise within the regional center. Although not spedfically outlined in either the business plan or the 
economic analysis,· depending on the location of the Comprehensive Care Facility in Oakland, how will this 
facility benefit not only Oakland but the regional center as well? The economic proposal provides no 
analysis as to how any of the figures or analysis was reached or what statistics were used to reach the 

conclusions drafted. I

Indirect Job Creation (8 CFR 204.6(m)(3)(ii)): 

Section 61 O(c) of the Departments of Commerce, Justice and State, the Judiciary, and Related Agencies 
Appropriations Act of 1993, as amended, allows aliens admitted under the pilot program described in this 
section to establish reasonable methodologies for determining the number of jobs created by the pilot 
program, including jobs which are estimated to have been created indirectly through revenues, improved 
regional productivity, job creation, or increased domestic capital investment resulting from the pilot program. 

8 CFR 204.6(m)(3)(ii) requires that a Regional Center proposal must provid~ in verifiable detail how jobs 
will be created indirectly, while 8 CFR 204.6(m)(3)(v) describes the analytical tools that the Regional 
Center must employ when making economic and job creation predictions. It is also noted in 8 CFR 
2 04.6 ( m) ( 1) in pertinent part that except as provided herein, aliens seeking to obtain immigration· benefits under this paragraph 
continue to be subject to all conditions and restrictions set forth in section 203(b)(5) of the ¥t and this section. 
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It is important to note that the quality of the prospective job creation estimates provided by~ econometric 
analysis is fust and foremost predicated on the quality and reasonableness of rhe information and 
assumptions that are used as the basis for the analysis. Therefore, any business plan, exemplar or actual, 
provided in support of a Regional Center proposal or amendme.Q.t must contain sufficient specificity to 
provide valid and reasoned inputs into the econometric model, if such a model is used to demonstrate job 
creation for EB-S purposes. Othervvise, a determination cannot be made that the Regional Center proposal 
demonstrates in "verifiable detail" that the requisite jobs will be created. 

Also, the evidence submitted subsequent to the filing and received on February 11, 2011, that is, the 
Operating Agreement for Comprehensive Care of Oakland, which outlines the powers and duties of the 
Managers and Membersl ~swill be discussed later in this request for evidence. 

Further, each immigrant investor must demonstrate at the time of the filing of the Fonn I-526 that the job­
creating capital investment project is feasible and that it will create the requisite ten jobs within a 
reasonable time. l

The. regional center can use both RIMS IT and IMPIAN in their analysis but the information provided must 
. be very specific about the econometric methodology and the inputs they use for each industry category. 
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Note, when relying on econometric models for estimating job creation', any jobs directly created within 
the new commercial enterprise in which the immigrant investor has invested, will be for qualifying 
employees as defined in 8 CFR 204.6(e), and be documented by the supporting evidence required in 8 

CFR 204.6(j)(4)(i) and 8 CFR 216.6(a)(4)(iv). 

Review of the commercial enterprise's organizational documents 

A Regional Center may provide documentation for USCIS to review for EB-5 compliance within a Regional 
Center proposal, to include: 

• Operating Agreements 
• Partnership Agreements 
• Subscription Agreements 
• Escr9w Agreements and Instructions (one for capital and one for any service fees). 
• An Offering Memorandum, Private Placement Memorandum, or similar investment offering 
• Memorandum of Understanding, Interagency Agreement, Contract, Letter of Intent, Advisory 

Agreement, or similar agreement to be entered into with any other party, agency or organization 
to engage in activities on behalf of or in the name of the Regional Center. 

o Organizational Documents, such as articles of Incorporation, state registration documents, etc. 

Documenrs already submitted need not be duplicated, unless updated and/ or requested to with regards to 
this Request for Evidence. Each document submitted should have a. version date so the specific version 
reviewed can be referenced in the Regional Center designation approval notice. Having this date 
memorialized in the approval notice will allow all parties to be aware of the specific version of the 
documents that users reviewed. Any significant changes after .that time that will alter the regional center 
structure or organization will need an I-924 amendment application to be filed. 

Capital at Risk Issue 

8 C.F.R. 204.6(j)(2) states that: 

... To show that the petitioner has invested or is actively in the process of investing the 
required arno~t of capital, the petition must be accompanied by evidence that the petitioner 
has placed the required amount of capital at risk for the purpose of generating a return on the 
capital placed at risk ... 

1 Note: USCIS does not accept or credit creation of temporary "construction jobs" within a business plan or 
economic job creation forecasts activities which involve a limited duration construction phase of less than 2 years. 
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In Matter ofizumii, the Service held that the invesnnent funds must be fully "at risk" in the new commercial 
enterprise for the investment to meet the definition of"capital" as defmed at 8 C.F.R. 204.6(e). The decision 
states as follows: 

To enter into a redemption agreement at the time of making an "investment" evidences a 
preconceived intent to unburden oneself of the invesnnent as soon as possible after 
unconditional permanent resident status is attained. This is conceptually no different from a 
situation in which an alien marries a U.S .. citizen and states, in writing that he will divorce her 
in two years. The focus here is on the green card and not on the business... [One] could 
argue that an alien who enters into a redemption agreement oonsiders the continued success 
of the U.S. workers and U.S. businesses secondary. His primary concern is obtaining a 
permanent resident status for as little money as possible. 

For the alien's money to be considered truly at risk, the alien cannot enter into a partnership 
knowing that he already has a willing buyer in a certain number of years, nor can he be 
assured that he will receive a certain price. Otherwise, the arrangement is nothing more than 
a loan, albeit an unsecured one. 

The Operating Agreement submitted for the proposed project, Comprehensive Care of California, ll.C, 
contains several items that need clarification. 

In light of Matter ofizumii, the distribution offunds to a job creationproject needs to be maintained 
throughout the investment process. The above needs to be addressed in clearer terms in light of the 
referenced sections presented in the RC proposal. Does "Members" refer to the principals of the regional 
center, or the investors, or both? This needs to be better outlined in all the regional center documents. If it 
relates to the immigrant investors, all of the investors' funds must be fully "·at risk" during the period of

time between the filing of the 1-526 petition through the filing of the I-829 petition. They cannot be 
withdrawn, and the immigrant investors cannot withdraw their membership in the LP or the LLC, and their 
investment returned to them. Other than the Operating Agreement for the RC itself, these remarks need to 
be amended and/ or omitted from' all documents if made in reference to the immigrant investors.

(3) Representation._An applicant or petitioner may be represented by an attorney in the United States, 
as defined in 1.1 (f) of this chapter, by an attorney outside the United States as defined in 292.1 (a)( 6) 
of this chapter, or by an accredited representative as defined in 2 9 2.1 (a) ( 4) of this chapter. A 
beneficiary of a petition is not a recognized party in such a proceeding.

including increased export sales, improved regional productivity, job creation, and increased domestic 
capital investment. 

The regulation at 8 CFR 204.60)(4) provides: 

Job ·creation--

(i) General. To show that a new commercial enterprise will create not fewer than ten (1 0) full-time 
positions for qualifying employees, the petition must be accompanied by: 

(A) Documentation consisting of photocopies of relevant tax records, Foi"Ins I-9, or other similar 
documents for ten ( 1 0) qualifying employees, if such employees have already been hired following the 
establishment of the new commercial enterprise; or 
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(B) A copy of a comprehensive business plan showing that, due to the nature and projected size of the new 
commercial enterpri~e. the need for not fewer than ten ( 1 0) qualifying employees will result, including 
approximate dates, within the next two years, and when such employees will be hired. 

(ii) Troubled business. To show that a new commercial enterprise which has been established through a 
capital investment in a troubled business meets the statutory employment creation requirement, the 
petition must be accompanied by evidence that the number of existing employees is being or will be 
maintained at no less than the pre-investment level for a period of at least two years. Photocopies of tax 
records, Forms I-9, or other relevant documents. for the qualifying employees and a comprehensive 
business plan shall be submitted in support of the petition. 

(iii) Immigrant Investor Pilot Program. To show that the new commercial enterprise located within a 
regional center approved for participation in the Immigrant Investor Pilot Program meets the statutory 
employment creation requirement, the petition must be accompanied by evidence that the investment will 
create full-time positions for not fewer than 10 persons either directly or indirectly through revenues ' 
generated from increased exports resulting from the Pilot Program. Such evidence may be demonstrated by 
reasonable methodologies including those set forth in paragraph (m) (3) of this section. 

The regulation at 8 CFR 204.6(m)(l) provides: 

' ( 1) Scope. The Immigrant Investor Pilot Program is established solely pursuant to the provisions of 
section 610 of the Departments of Commerce, Justice, and State, the Judiciary, and Related Agencies 
Appropriation Act, and subject to all conditions and restrictions stipulated in that section. Except as 
provided herein, aliens seeking to obtain immigration benefits under this paragraph continue to be 
subject to all conditions and restrictions set forth in section 203(b)(5) of the Act and this section. 

The regulation at·s CFR 204.6(m) provides, in pertinent part: · 

(3) Requirements for regional centers. Each regional center wishing to participate in the Immigrant 
Investor Pilot Program shall submit a proposal to the Assistant Commissioner for Adjudications, which: 

(i) Clearly describes how the regional center focuses on a geographical region of the United States, 
and how it will promote economic growth through increased export sales, improved regional 
productivity, job creation, and increased domestic capital investment; 

(ii) Provides in verifiable detail how jobs will be created indirectly through increased exports; 

(iii) Provides a detailed statement regarding the amount and source of capital which has been 
committed to the regional center, as well as a description of the promotional efforts t¥.en and 
planned by· the sponsors of the regional center; 

(iv) Contains a detailed prediction regarding the manner in which the regional center will have a 
positive impact on the regional or national economy in general as reflected by such factors as 
increased household earnings, greater demand for business services, utilities, maintenance and 
repair, and construction both within and without the regional center; and 
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(v) Is supported by economically or statistically valid forecasting tools, including, but not limited 
to, feasibility studies, analyses of foreign and domestic markets for the goods or services to be 
exported, and/ or multiplier tables. 

Note that promoting economic growth through increased export sales is no longer a requirement. 

The regulation at 8 CFR 204.6(m)(6) provides: 

(6) Termination of participation ofregional centers. To ensure that regional centers continue to meet the 
requirements of section 61 O(a) of the Appropriations Act, a regional center must provide USCIS with 
updated information to demonstrate the regional center is continuing to promote economic growth, 
improved regional productivity, job creation, or increased domestic capital investment in the approved 
geographic area. Such information must be submitted to USCIS on an annual basis, on a cumulative basis, 
and/ or as otherwise requested by USers, using a form designated for this purpose. USCIS will issue a notice 
of intent to terminate the participation of a regional center in the pilot program if a regional center fails to 
submit the required information or upon a determination that the regional center no longer serves the 
purpose of promoting economic growth, including increased export sales, improved regional productivity, 
job creation, and increased domestic capital investment. The notic~ ofintent to terminate shall be made 
upon notice to the regional center and shall set forth the reasons for termination. The regional center must 
be provided 30 days from receipt of the notice of intent to terminate to offer evidence in opposition to the 
ground or grounds alleged in the notice of intent to terminate. If USerS determines that the regional 
center's participation in the Pilot Program should be terminated, USCIS shall notify the regional center of 
the decision and of the reasons for termination.

Submitted pursuant to 8 C.F.R. § 204.6(m) is an EB-5 Regional Center application 
for the San Francisco Regional Center, LLC ("SFRC") to participate as a USC IS 
approved regional center in the immigrant investor pilot program. A signed G-28 
attorney representation form is included. 

SFRC will attract investment to three counties within the San Francisco-Oakland­
Fremont Metropolitan Statistical Area ("MSA") in California: Alameda, Contra Costa, 
and San Francisco. SFRC will create and capitalize new commercial enterprises in the 
economic sectors of nursing care facilities, logistics and transportation, ambulatory 
healthcare, clean tech I green energy, digital arts I digital media, food processing, 
hospitality, life sciences, real estate and retail development, and residential care 
facilities. Sample projects for each of these sectors are detailed in the Regional Center 
Operation and Business Plan, which is discussed below. 

1.0 Request for Regional Center Designation and Point of Contact 

At Exhibit 1 is a request for regional center designation signed by Thomas M. 
Henderson, the Principal and CEO of SFRC. The letter also describes SFRC's 
geographical area and minimum investment amount of $500,000 and explains SFRC's 
source of funding for its first year of operations.

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2.0 Geographic Area and Targeted Employment Area 

The regional center will create and operate commercial enterprises in three 
California counties: Alameda, Contra Costa, and San Francisco. AI! three counties are 
within the San Francisco-Oakland-Fremont MSA, according to the Office of 
Management .and Budget's latest MSA list at Exhibit 2. A detailed map of SFRC's 
geographic area can be found on page 3 of the Business and Operational Plan at 
Exhibit 3. 

Alameda, Contra Costa, and San Francisco counties all contain high unemployment 
areas that meet the definition of "targeted employment areas" ("TEAs") under 8 C.F.R. § 
204.6(e) and (i) (defining "targeted employment area" as a geographic dr political 
subdivision that has experienced employment of at least 150 percent of the national 
average rate). These areas include the city of Oakland in Alameda, where SFRC's 
. initial projects will be located, as well as numerous cities and Census Designated 
Places in Contra Costa and census tracts in San Francisco. Lists of these high 
unemployment areas produced by the California Employment Development Department 
are submitted at Exhibit 4. 

3.0 Job Creation within the Regional Center 

3.1 Economic Analysis 

Submitted at Exhibit 5 is an economic analysis prepared by Beacon Economics 
analysts, including Jon D. Haveman, SFRC's economic consultant. (Exhibit 3 page 24 
[Business and Operational Plan].) Mr. Haveman's biography is also provided. (Exhibit 
3 page 24 [Business and Operational Plan].) His curriculum vitae is attached at Exhibit 
6. 

Beacon's economic analysis relies on the RIMS II and 1M PLAN Input-Output models 
to forecast the number of jobs that SFRC's commercial enterprises would create. 
(Exhibit 5 page 2.) The analysis also describes how jobs would be created for each 
industrial category of economic activity. (Exhibit 5 pages 26-27.) 

SFRC has one existing commercial enterprise: Comprehensive Care of California, 
LP ("CCOO"), which is a nursing care facility. Its second commercial enterprise, set to 
launch in 2011, is NA3PL, LP ("NA3PL"), which will be a transportation and. logistics 
company. (Exhibit 3 pages 1-2, 26-30 [Business and Operational Plan]; Exhibit 5 page 
2 (Economic Analysis].) The job creation forecasts for these two commercial 
enterprises relied on their respective business plans for inputs. (Exhibit 5 page 2 
[Economic Analysis].) 

SFRC also plans to launch future commercial enterprises in eight other economic 
sectors. (Exhibit 3 pages 13-21 [Business and Operational Plan].) The job creation 
forecasts for these eight remaining economic sectors relied on SFRC's summary

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business plans of hypothetical, or exemplar, capital investment projects in each of th~se 
sectors. (Exhibit 5 page 2 [Economic Analysis].) 

Total job creation forecasts can be found on pages 34-35 of the Economic Analysis 
at Exhibit 5. Although the economic analysis does not break down jobs according to 
their direct or indirect impacts (with the exception of construction jobs), the number of 
direct jobs for each commercial enterprise can be found in its business plan. (Exhibit 5 
page 2 [Economic Analysis]; Exhibit 7 pages 18-19 [CCOO Business Plan]; Exhibit 8 
page 16 [NA3PL Business Plan].) The total job creation forecasts show qetween 21 and 
79 jobs per $1 million of capital investment. Because all of SFRC's commercial 
enterprises would be located in TEAs (Exhibit 3 pages 27, 29, 30 [Business and 
Operational Plan]; Exhibit 5 page 3 [Economic Analysis]), the economic analysis 
forecasts between 10.5 and 39.5 jobs created per EB-5 investor, each of whom would 
contribute $500,000. (Exhibit 5 pages 34-35.) 

3.2. Comprehensive Care of Oakland, LP ("CCOO") 

SFRC's first commercial enterprise will be Comprehensive Care of Oakland, LP 
("CCOO"). CCOO will provide skilled nursing and rehabilitation services in a 
comfortable, supportive, and homelike environment to residents in need of short.-term 
and long-term sub acute care. (Exhibit 3 pages 26-29 [SFRC Business and Operational 
Plan].) CCOO's comprehensive business plan, drafted pursuant to Matter of Ho, 22 I&N 
Dec. 206 (BIA 1998), is at Exhibit 7. Its proof of Limited Partnership registration is at 
Exhibit 9. It has also located a potential building in Oakland, and has signed an option 
contract to purchase this building. (Exhibit 10.) It will obtain all of the requisite permits 
and licenses after purchasing the building. (Exhibit 3 page 27 [Business and 
Operational Plan].) · 

3.2.1 Capital Investment Offering Instruments; Form of 
EB-5 Investment 

At Exhibits 11 through 15 are a draft CCOO Limited Partnership Agreement, 
Subscription Agreement, Escrow Agreements, and Private Placement Memorandum for 
USC IS's approval. Standard Chartered Bank (Hong Kong) Limited will serve as escrow 
agent. (Exhibit 14 [Bank Escrow Agreement].) The Limited Partnership Agreement 
(Exhibit 11 page 8) and Private Placement Memorandum (Exhibit 15 page 20) confirm 
that CCOO is seeking EB-5 capital as an equity investment in its nursing home 
business. SFRC's own Business and Operational Plan also confirms that all EB-5 
investment will take the form of equity.

3.2.3 Affiliation with SFRC 

The General Partner of CCOO is Comprehensive Care of California, LLC ("CCOC"). 
SFRC will maintain its affiliation with and oversee CCOO through its Principal and CEO, 
Tom Henderson, who is also a Managing Member of CCOC. (Exhibit 3 [Business and 
Operational Plan].) The Business Registration and Operating Agreement for CCOC are 
at Exhibits 16 and 17. · 

3.3 NA3PL, LP 

In 2011 SFRC plans to begin focusing EB-5 investment in the industrial categ-ories of 
Support Activities for Transportation, Truck Transportation, and Warehousing and 
Storage. (Exhibit 5 page 6 [Economic Analysis].) It will do so through a second 
commercial enterprise, NA3PL, LP ("NA3PL"), a Limited Partnership that will provide 
third-party logistics services for importers and exporters moving goods through the Port 
of Oakland, the fifth largest container port in the United States. (Exhibit 3 pages t-2, 
29-30 [Business and Operational Plan].) NA3PL's comprehensive business plan, 
drafted pursuant to Matter of Ho, 22 I&N Dec. 206 (BIA 1998), is at Exhibit 8. Its 
Certificate of Limited Partnership and business registration is at Exhibit 18. 

The General Partner of NA3PL is NA3PL, LLC. As with CCOO, SFRC will maintain 
its affiliation with and oversee NA3PL through its Principal and CEO, Tom Henderson, 
who is also a Managing Member of NA3PL, LLC. (Exhibit 3 [Business and Operational

Plan].) The Articles of Organization and business registration are at Exhibit 19 and its 
Operating Agreement is at Exhibit 20. 

NA3PL's Limited Partnership Agreement, Subscription Agreement, Private 
Placement Memorandum, and Escrow Agreements will be modeled on CCOO's 
documentation. (Exhibit 1 page 2 [Henderson Letter].) 

3.4 Exemplar Capital Investment Projects 

According to the Note following INA§ 203, 11 U.S.C. § 1153, a regional center 
designation may be based on "general predictions, contained in the proposal, 
concerning the kinds of commercial enterprises that will receive capital from aliens," as 
well as job forecasts and other positive impacts. The business plans for SFRC's 
exemplar projects at Exhibit 21 and the economic analysis at Exhibit 5 provide the 
requisite predictions. 

As described on page 2 of the economic analysis at Exhibit 5, these exemplar 
project business plans provided the inputs for the job and regional impact forecasts in 
the industrial categories that will be the focus of EB-5 capital investments sponsored 
through SFRC. The business plans also demonstrate that the exemplar projects would 
be feasible under current market and economic conditions, and ·confirm that all EB-5 
capital will be in the form of an equity investment. All of the exemplar projects except 
for one will be capitalized entirely by EB-5 capital. (Exhibit 21 [Exemplar Business 
Plans].) The exception is the Biofuel Production and Research and Development 
project in the Clean Tech I Green Energy economic sector, which would receive half of 
its capital from domestic sources. (Exhibit 21 page 2.) 

3.5 NAICS Codes . 

The NAICS codes for the industries in which SFRC will be engaged are provided on 
page 6 of the economic analysis at Exhibit 5. 

3.6 Methodologies for Tracking the Infusion of EB-5 Capital and 
Allocation of Jobs 

Tom Henderson's letter at Exhibit 1 incorporates SFRC's Business and Operational 
Plan as Mr. Henderson's statement of how SFRC will track the infusion of EB-5 capital 
and the allocation of jobs. Specifically, SFRC will require all of its commercial 
enterprises to provide financial documents and information to enable SFRC to track the 
use of EB-5 investor capital and the creation of jobs. (Exhibit 3 pages 34-35 [Business 
and Operational Plan].) Tom Henderson will perform all monitoring activitY until USCIS 

. Regional Center designation. After that point, Mr. Henderson will be assisted by 
Michael and Matthew Henderson. (Exhibit 3 page 40 [Business and Ope~ational Plan].) 

Because Tom Henderson, as SFRC's Principal and CEO, will also be a Managing 
Member of each commercial enterprise's General Partner, SFRC will have access to all 
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of its commercial enterprises' financial, employment, and business documentation. 
(Exhibit 3 pages 38-39 [Business and Operational Plan].) SFRC will regularly request 
and review such documentation as necessary to ensure that its commercial enterprises 
properly use EB-5 capital. and to track the progress and job creation of the commercial 
enterprises. (Exhibit.3 pages 38-39 [Business and Operational Plan].) SFRC will also 
require each of its commercial enterprises to produce quarterly reports documenting its 
progress and will review its capital accounts and balance sheets on a monthly basis. In 
addition, SFRC will conduct site visits to each of its, commercial enterprises at least four 
times per year. (Exhibit 3 pages 38-39 [Business and Operational Plan].) 

4.0 Promotional Activities, Recruitment, and Due Diligence 

SFRC's past, current, and future promotional activities, as well as its overall 
marketing strategy, are detailed on pages 35 and 36 of its Business and Operational 
Plan at Exhibit 3. The Business and Operational Plan also describes SFRC's budget 
for promotional activities. (Exhibit 3 page 36.) These promotional activities also form 
part of SFRC's first-year operating budget, submitted at Exhibit 22. 

SFRC's Business and Operational Plan addresses how investors will be recruited 
and SFRC's due diligence process for ensuring that EB-5 investors' funds come from 
lawful sources. (Exhibit 3 pages 22, 35-38 [Business and Operational Plan].) As part 
of this strategy, SFRC will provide a list of documents that will be required from each 
EB-5 investor to establish source of funds. This list is attached at the end of the 
Business and Operational Plan. (Exhibit 3 pages 69-75.) SFRC will also have Robert 
P. Gaffney, an attorney experienced in EB-5 cases·, assist in analyzing and 
documenting the lawful source of EB-5 funds. (Exhibit 3 page 38.) 

5.0 SFRC's Impact on the Regional Economy 

The economic analysis authored by Beacon Economics addresses the impact that 
SFRC's commercial enterprises will have on the regional economy. (Exhibit 5 page 5 
[Economic Analysis].) It also notes that SFRC will have a positive impact on the 
national economy as well, although the results in the economic analysis underestimate 
this impact. (Exhibit 5 page 5.) Specifically, on pages 28-34, the economic analysis 
addresses SFRC's positive impact on wages and output apart from job creation. 
Positive impacts on earnings are also broken down by sector, including household 
earnings, utilities, and construction. (Exhibit 5 pages 31-32.) 

6.0 SFRC's Organizational Structure 

6.1 Limited Liability Company Documentation and Management 

SFRC is a California Member-Managed Limited Liability Company located in 
Oakland, as shown by its business formation and registration documents at Exhibit 23 
and its Operating Agreement at Exhibit 24. In addition, SFRC has an IRS employer 
identification number (Exhibit 1 [Henderson Letter]). Its primary office space is in the

city of Oakland, California (Exhibit 25 [Lease Agreement]), but it has also leased an 
office in San Francisco (Exhibit 26 [Sublease Agreement]). It has paid the requisite 
business tax to the city of Oakland. (Exhibit 27 [Receipt].) 

SFRC has three members: Thomas M. Henderson, and his sons Michael R. and 
Matthew T. Henderson. (Exhibit 24 [Op'erating Agreement].) However, as described in 
Mr. Henderson's letter at Exhibit 1 and on page 40 of SFRC's Business and 
Operational Plan at Exhibit 3, Mr. Henderson is the Principal and CEO of SFRC, and is 
handling all of SFRC's management responsibilities until after USC IS has designated 
SFRC as a Regional Center. 

Mr. Henderson is a successful entrepreneur with twenty years of business 
experience in China. He has a strong background in a wide range of industries, 
including real estate, international trade, imports/exports, retail distribution, sales and 
marketing, l)lerchandising, and product developmentworldwide. His biography can be 
found on pages 22-23 of SFRC's Business and Operational Plan at Exhibit 3. He has 
also used his extensive network of individuals with expertise in these industries to 
partner with and develop new projects, as with CCOO and NA3PL. (Exhibits 7 and 8 
[CCOO and NA3PL Business Plans].) 

The biographies of Mr. Henderson's sons can be found on page 23 of the Business 
and Operational Plan at Exhibit 3. 

6.2 Relationship with Affiiiated Commercial Enterprises 

SFRC will create a Limited Partnership for each of its commercial enterprises. Each 
Limited Partnership will own and operate a commercial enterprise and accept EB-5 
capitaL The General Partner for each Limited Partnership will be a Limited Liability 
Company created by SFRC, in which SFRC's Principal and CEO, Thomas Henderson, 
will be a Managing Member. This structure is more fully explained on pages 30-32 of 
the Business and Operational Plan at Exhibit 3. 

6.3 Overseas Structure and Agents 

SFRC is currently recruiting EB-5 investors solely in China, but it has established an 
overseas office in Singapore to begin recruiting in the rest of Asia after SFRC · 
designation as a Regional Center. (Exhibit 3 page 22). Information about Michael 
Horner, the manager of this office, is at pages 22 and 24 of SFRC's Business and 
Operational Plan at Exhibit 3. By the end of 2011 SFRC plans to have established 
offices in Seoul, Korea; Hong Kong; Delhi, India; London, England; Bogota, Colombia; 
and South Africa. In 2012 SFRC intends to continue expansion of its offices to other 
countries. (Exhibit 3 page 22.) As with its Singapore office, SFRC's overseas 
managers will be independent contractors who will receive a finder's fee for each 
USC IS-approved EB-5 investor. The finder's fee will be covered by the $40,000 
Syndication Fee that each investor must pay in addition to his or her capital investment 
of $500,000. (Exhibit 3 page 36.) · 
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SFRC currently has three agents with whom it works to recruit EB-5 investors 
overseas. SFRC has contracted with Michael Horner to manage SFRC's recruitment 
offic~ in Singapore. Mr. Horner will begin recruiting EB-5 investors in Asia, outside of 
China, upon USCIS designation of SFRC as a Regional Center. (Exhibit 3 page 22.) 
His biography is on page 24 of the Business and Operational Plan at Exhibit 3. In 
China, SFRC works with two migration agents, Jane Wang (General Manager) and 
Janet Zhang (Director), at Zhejiang Shinyway Overseas Development Co., Ltd. 
("Shinyway"). (Exhibit 3, pages 35-36.) The busine$S cards for these agents are at 
Exhibit 28. The home page for Shinyway's business unit is submitted at Exhibit 29, 
and can be found at http://www.igo.cn/igonew/ Business_Unit.shtml. 

To avoid any potential misstatements or other problems with advance marketing, 
SFRC will not sign agreements with Shinyway or any other agency until SFRC has been 
approved as a Regional Center by the USC IS. (Exhibit 3 page 36 [Business and 
Operational Plan].) 

6.4 Initial Operating Capital 

Mr. Henderson has funded SFRC with approximately $200,000, including $5,000 
each from Michael and Matthew Henderson. (Exhibit 1.) SFRC's bank statement is at 
Exhibit 31. It shows that SFRC has already begun covering the expenses listed in its 
budget at Exhibit 22. 

7.0 Point of Contact 

As Principal and CEO of SFRC, Mr. Henderson will be its point of contact. (Exhibit 
1.) SFRC's complete contact information can be found on page 42 of the Business and 
Operational Plan at Exhibit 3. 

8.0 Conclusion 

The preponderance of the evidence demonstrates that SFRC's application to 
establish a regional center under the Immigrant Investor Pilot Program meets all 
regulatory and statutory requirements. 

The application and SFRC's first commercial enterprise, CCOO, should be 
approved.

SUBJECT: Update of Statistical Area Definitions and Guidance on Their Uses 

1. Purpose: This bulletin, which includes an attachment and an appendix, updates and 
supersedes OMB Bulletin No. 09-01, issued on November 20, 2008. The attachment to the 
bulletin provides detailed information on the update of statistical areas since that time. The 
bulletin also provides guidance to Federal agencies that use the defmitions of these statistical 
areas for program administrative and fund allocation purposes. 

2. Background: Pursuant to 44 U.S.C. 3504(e)(3) and 31 U.S.C. 1104(d) and Executive Order 
No. 10253 (June 11, 1951), the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) defmes 
Metropolitan Statistical Areas, Micropolitan Statistical Areas, Cornbined Statistical Areas, 

· and New England City and Town Areas for use in Federal statistical activities. 

3. Update of Statistical Areas: This bulletin provides the defmitions of all Metropolitan 
Statistical Areas, Metropolitan Divisions, Micropolitan Statistical Areas, Combined 
Statistical Areas, and New England City and TowriAreas in the United States and Puerto 
Rico based on the standards published on December 27, 2000, in the Federal Register (65 FR 
82228- 82238) and Census 2000 data as well as Census Bureau population estimates for 
2007 and 2008. The attachment provides details on the updates to the statistical areas, 
principal cities, and area titles to reflect changes in population estimates. The appendix to 
this bulletin provides complete lists of all statistical areas that are recognized under the 
standards. This will be the final update of the statistical areas prior to the 2010 Census of 
Population and Housing. · · 

4. Effective Date: The changes to the statistical areas contained in the attachment take effect 
. immediately. 

5. Guidance on Uses of Statistical Area Definitions: All agencies that conduct statistical 
activities to collect and publish data for Metropolitan, Micropolitan, and Combined 
Statistical Areas, and New England City and Town Areas should use the most recent 
definitions of these areas established by OMB. 

OMB establishes and maintains· the. definitions of Metropolitan and Micropolitan Statistical 
Areas, Combined Statistical Areas, and New England City and Town Areas solely for 
statistical purposes. This classification is intended to provide nationally consistent · 
defmitions for collecting, tabulating, and publishing Federal statistics for a set of geographic 
areas. The Metropolitan and Micropolitan Statistical Area Standards do not equate .to an 
urban-rural classification; many counties included in Metropolitan and Micropolitan 
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Statistical Areas, and many other counties, contain both urban and ru~al territory and 
populations. 

Nonstatistical Program Uses of the Statistical Area Definitions: In periodically reviewing 
and revising the defmitions of these areas, OMB does not take into account or attempt to 
anticipate any nonstatistical uses that may be made of the defmitions, nor will OMB modify 
the definitions to meet the requirements of any nonstatistical program. Thus, OMB cautions 
that Metropolitan Statistical Area and Micropolitan Statistical Area defmitions should not be 
used to develop and implement Federal, state, and local.nonstatistical programs and policies 
without full consideration of the effects of using these defmitions for such purposes. These 
areas are not intended to serve as a general-purpose geographic framework for nonstatistical 
activities, and they may or may not be suitable for use in program funding formulas. 

OMB recognizes that some legislation specifies the use of Metropolitan Statistical Areas for 
program purposes, including the allocation of Federal funds, and will continue to work with 

· the Congress to clarify the foundations of these definitions and the resultant, often 
· unintended consequences of their use for nonstatistical purposes. · 

rn cases where there is no statutory requirement and an agency elects to use the Metropolitan, 
Micropolitan, or Combined Statistical Area definitions in nonstatistical programs, .it is the 
sponsoring agency's responsibility to ensure that the defmitions are appropriate for such use. 
When an agency is publishing for comment a proposed regulation that would use the 
defmitions for a nonstatistical purpose, the agency should seek public comment on the 
proposed use., 

An agency using the statistical defmitions in a nonstatistical program may modify the 
defmitions, but only for the purposes of that program. In such cases, any modifications 
should be clearly identified as deviations from the OMB statistical area definitions in order to 

· avoid confusion with OMB's official defmitions of Metropolitan, Micropolitan, and 
Combined Statistical Areas. 

Federal agencies that use the statistical area defmitions fornonstatistical program purposes 
should note that the 2000 standards changed the terminology used for classifying the .areas. 
Under the 1980 and 1990 stand~ds there were two types of areas: (1) Metropolitan 
Statistical Areas and (2) Consolidated Metropolitan Statistical Areas that consisted of 
Primacy Metropolitan Statistical Areas. The terms "Consolidated Metropolitan Statistical 
Area" and "Primary Metropolitan Statistical Area" are now obsolete. 

Under the 2000 standards, "Metropolitan Statistical Area" and "Micropolitan Statistical 
. Area" are the terms used for the basic set of county-based areas defined under this 

classification. In addition, the term "Metropolitan Division" is used to refer to a county or 
group of counties within a Metropolitan Statistical Area that has a population core of at least 

· 2.5 million. A Metropolitan Division is most generally comparable in concept, and 
equivalent to, the now obsolete Primary Metropolit~ Statistical Area. 
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While a Metropolitan Division is a subdivision of a larger Metropolitan Statistical Area, it 

· often functions as a distinct social, economic, and cultural area within the larger region. 
Metropolitan Divisions retain their separate statistical identities. Federal agencies will 
continue to provide detailed data for each Metropolitan Division, just as they did in the past 
for the Primary Metropolitan Statistical Areas. 

If Federal agencies had been using the Primary Metropolitan Statistical Areas for program 
administrative and fund allocation purposes, they should now consider using the · 
Metropolitan Division definitions, the comparable geographic units of the classification 
based on the 2000 standards. Research and analyses that previously used data for Primary 
Metropolitan Statistical Areas should now use data for Metropolitan Divisions. Data users 
and analysts interested in demographic and economic patterns, trends, and processes within 
large Metropolitan Statistical Areas should consider data for specific Metropolitan Divisions 
when conducting analyses. 

Users making comparisons with areas defmed under the 1990 standards should note that 
when the 2000 standards were applied, the result, in some cases, was to create several areas 
from an existing Metropolitan Statistical Area. The resulting reconfigured areas may also 
qualify under the 2000 standards to form a complementary Combined Statistical Area, while 

. retaining their separate designations as Metropolitan or Micropolitan Statistical Areas. In 
these situations, the Combined Statistical Area may be the approximate geographic 
equivalent of the previous Metropolitan Statistical Area, and thus may be the more 
appropriate geographic unit for analytic and program purposes. 

Federal agencies will be making economic and demographic data available for Metropolitan 
and Micropolitan Statistical Areas, Metropolitan Divisions, New England City and Town 
Areas, and Combined Statistical Areas. Because of sample sizes and associated data quality 
and confidentiality issues, there may be instances where agencies will produce data only at 
the I eve~ of Combined Statistical Areas.

. 1. Brief Overview of the Classification 

The Office of Management and Budget (OMB) published the Standards for Pefining Metropolitan and 
Micropolitan Statistical Areas in a Federal Register Notice (65 FR 82228- 82238) on December 27, 2000. 
(The standards are available at http://www.whitehouse.gov/omblinforeg_statpolicy/.) That Notice also 
provides information on the multi-year public review process that preceded the adoption of the standards, 
and an explanation of the key terms used in the standards. The 2000 standards replace and supersede 
the 1990 standards for defining Metropolitan Areas. OMS's 2000 standards provide for the identification 
of the following statistical areas in the United States and Puerto Rico: 

• Metropolitan Statistical Areas (including Metropolitan Divisions, where applicable) 
• Micropolitan Statisticai Areas 
• Combined Statistical Areas 
• New England City and Town Areas (including New England City and Town Area Divisions, 

where applicable) 
• Combined New England City and Town Areas 

Metropolitan Statistical Areas have at least one urbanized area of 50,000 or more population, plus 
adjacent territory that has a high degree of social and economic integration with the core as measured by 
commuting ties. Micropolitan Statistical Areas -- a new set of statistical areas - have at least one urban 
cluster of at least 10,000 but less than 50,000 population, plus adjacent territory that has a high degree of 
social and economic integration with the core as measured by commuting ties. Metropolitan and 
Micropolitan Statistical Areas are defined in terms of whole counties (or equivalent entities), including in 
the six New England States. If the specified criteria are met, a Metropolitan Statistical Area containing a 
single core with a population of 2.5 million or more may be subdivided to form smaller groupings of · 

. counties referred to as Metropolitan Divisions. 

The classification includes about 94 percent of the U.S. population-- about 84 percent in metropolitan 
statistical areas and about 10 percent in micropolitan statistical areas. Of 3,142 counties in the United 

· States, 1,100 will be in the 366 metropolitan statistical areas in the United States and 688 counties will be 
in the 576 micropolitan statistical areas (1,354 counties will remain outside the classification). (Under the 
1990 standards, the classification as of June 1999 included 847 metropolitan counties and about 80 
percent of the U.S. population.) 

In view of the importance of cities and town in New England, the 2000 standards also provide for a se.t of 
geographic areas that are defined using cities and towns in the six New England states. The New 
England City and Town Areas (NECTAs) are defined using the same criteria as Metropolitan and 
Micropolitan Statistical Areas and are identified as either metropolitan or micropolitan, based, 
respectively, on the presence of either an urbanized area of 50,000 or more population or an urban 
cluster of at least 10,000 but less than 50,000 population. If the specified criteria are met, a New England 
City and Town Area containing a single core with a population of at least 2.5 million may be subdivided to 
form smaller groupings of cities and towns referred to as New England City and Town Area Divisions. 

If specified criteria are met, adjacent Metropolitan and Micropolitan Statistical Areas, in various 
combinations, may become the components of a new set of complementary areas called Combined 
Statistical Areas. For instance, a Combined Statistical Area may comprise two or more Metropolitan 
Statistical Areas, a Metropolitan Statistical Area and a Micropolitan Statistical Area, two or more 
Micropolitan Statistical Areas, or multiple Metropolitan and Micropolitan Statistical Areas that have social 
and economic ties as measured by commuting, but at lower levels than are found among counties within 
Metropolitan and Micropolitan Statistical Areas. The geographic components of Combined New England 
City and Town Areas are individual metropolitan and micropolitan NECTAs, in various combinations. The 
areas that combine retain their own designations as Metropolitan or Micropolitan Statistical Areas (or 
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NECTAs) within the larger Combined Statistical Area (or Combined NECTA). Combinations for adjacent 
areas with an employment interchange of 25 or more are automatic. Combinations for adjacent areas 
with an employment interchange of ~:~t least 15 but less than 25 are based on local opinion as expressed 
through the Congressional delegations. Combined Statistical Areas can be characterized as representing 
larger regions that reflect broader social and economic interactions, such as wholesaling, commodity 
distribution, and weekend recreation activities, and are likely to be of considerable interest to regional 
authorities and the private sector. · 

OMS's standards provide for the identification of one or more principal cities within each Metropolitan 
Statistical Area, Micropolitan Statistical Area, and NECTA. (The term "principal city" replaces "central 
city," the term used in previous standards.) PrinCipal cities encompass both incorporated places and 
census designated places (CDPs). The decision to identify CDPs as principal cities represents a break 
with practice in previous standards that (with some exceptions) limited potential central city identification 
to incorporated places·. In addition to identifying the more significant places in each Metropolitan and 
Micropolitan Statistical Area or NECTA in terms of population and employment, principal cities also are 
used in titling Metropolitan·and Micropolitan Statistical Areas, Metropolitan Divisions, Combined Statistical 
Areas, NECTAs, NECTADivisions, and Combined NECTAs. 

The geographic components of Metropolitan and Micropolitan Statistical Areas and Metropolitan Divisions 
are counties and equivalent entities (boroughs and census areas in Alaska, pafishes in Louisiana, 
municipios in Puerto Rico, and independent cities in Maryland, Missouri, Nevada, and Virginia). The 
counties and equivalent 'entities used in the definitions of the Metropolitan and Micropolitan Statistical 
Areas are those that were in existence as of January 1 , 2008.

The 2000 standards do not provide for the categorization of the. areas based on total population 
comparable to Levels A- D under the 1990 standards.

2. Guidance on Presenting Data for Metropolitan and Micropolitan Statistical Areas, Metropolitan 
Divisions, Combined Statistical Areas, NECTAs, NECTA Divisions, and Combined NECTAs 

Metropolitan and Micropolitan Statistical Areas represent the basic set of county based areas defined 
under this classification. If specified criteria are met, Metropolitan Divisions are defined within 
Metropolitan Statistical Areas that have a single core with a population of at least 2.5 million. Not all 
Metropolitan Statistical Area!1 with urbanized areas of this size will contain Metropolitan Divisions. The 
criteria used to determine what counties are included in a Metropolitan Statistical Area are different from 
the criteria that are used to group counties in Metropolitan Divisions, which represent the subdivisions of 
(larger) Metropolitan Statistical Areas. As a result, it is generally not appropriate to rank or directly 
compare Metropolitan Divisions (or NECTA Divisions) with Metropolitan and Micropolitan Statistical Areas 
(or Metropolitan and Micropolitan NECTAs). However, because of the large population concentrations 
represented by Metropolitan Divisions, it may be desirable for some analyses, for example, to include. 
Metropolitan Divisions in a table in which Metropolitan Statistical Areas are ranked. It would, of course, 
be appropriate to rank and compare Metropolitan Divisions. Even though Metropolitan Divisions 
represent subdivisions of (larger) Metropolitan Statistical Areas, they often function as distinct areas 
within Metropolitan Statistical Areas. Researchers analyzing demographic and economic patterns, 
trends, and processes within large Metropolitan Statistical Areas should also take into consideration data 

• for specific Metropolitan Divisions. Research and analyses that previously made use of data for Primary 
Metropolitan Statistical Areas should now use data for Metropolitan Divisions. 

Because Combined Statistical Areas represent groupings of Metropolitan and Micropolitan Statistical 
Areas (in any combination), they should not be ranked or compared with individual Metropolitan and 
Micropolitan Statistical Areas. · 

Because Combined New England City and Town Areas (NECTAs) represent groupings of Metropolitan 
and Micropolitan NECTAs (in any combination), they should not be ranked or compared with individual 
Me~ropolitan and Micropolitan NECTAs.

Areas, New England City and Town Areas (NECTAs), NECTA Divisions, and Combined NECTAs 

Codes for Metropolitan and Micropolitan Statistical Areas, Metropolitan Divisions, NECTAs, and NECTA 
Divisions will be 5 digits in length .. This replaces the 4-digit code ·previously used. Codes for Metropolitan 

. and Micropolitan Statistical Areas and Metropolitan Divisions fall within the 10000 to 49999 range and are 
assigned in alphabetical order by area title. Metropolitan Divisions are distinguished by a 5-digit code 
ending in "4."

Nature of the Industry 

Goods and services. Firms in the truck transportation and warehousing 
industry provide a link between manufacturers and consumers. Businesses 
contract with trucking and warehousing companies to pick up, transport, 
store, and deliver a variety of goods. The industry includes general freight 
trucking, specialized freight trucking, and warehousing and storage . 

. Recent developments. The North American Free ·Trade Agreement 
(NAFTA) has resulted in increased trade with Mexico and Canada which, 
unlike other trading partners, can be reached by truck. Specifically, the 
U.S. and Canada have had longstanding agreements that allow drivers to 
deliver goods between the two Nations somewhat effortlessly. On the 
other hand, trucks traveling between the U.S. and Mexico have faced more 
difficulty, and bilateral agreements have been unstable. 

Trucking and warehousing firms often provide logistical services 
encompassing the entire transportation process. Logistical services manage 
all aspects of the movement of goods between producers and consumers. 
Among their value-added services are sorting bulk goods into customized lots, 
packaging and repackaging goods, controlling and managing inventory, order 
entering and fulfillment, ·labeling, performing light assembly, and marking 
prices. Some full-service companies even perform warranty repair work. and 
serve as local parts distributors for manufacturers. Some of these services, 
such as maintaining and retrieving computerized inventory information on the 
location, age, and quantity of goods available, have helped to improve the 
efficiency .of relationships between manufacturers and customers. 
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Many firms rely on new technologies and the coordination of processes to 
expedite the distribution of goods. The use of computers to analyze work 
routines in order to optimize the use of available labor has led to increases 
in productivity. Some firms use Radio Frequency Identification Devices 
(RFID) to track and manage incoming and outgoing shipments. RFID 
simplifies the receiving process by allowing entire shipments to be scanned 

. without unpacking a load to manually compare it against a bill of lading. 

Many companies use just-in-time shipping, which means that goods arrive 
just before they are needed, saving recipients money by reducing their 
need to carry large inventories. These technologies and proc~sses reflect 
two major trends in warehousing: supply chain integration, whereby firms 
involved in production, transportation, and storage all move in concert so 
as to act with· the greatest possible efficiency; and ongoing attempts to 
reduce inventory levels and increase inventory accuracy. ·

NEW YORK, March 3 (Reuters)- Privately-held Ports America plans to make a $150 million 

Investment to update a section of Oakland, Galifornla's port as part of a 50-year deal to operate · 

there. 

Ports America, owned by Infrastructure private equity fund Hlghstar Gapltal, said on Tuesday the 

Port of Oakland had voted to approve the deal. Under the agreement, Ports America will update 

and operate five shipping berths at the port. 

The Investment comes at a time when u.s. ports are struggling with sagging cargo traffic due to 

the economic downturn. 

"There Is no question there has been a significant slowdown in Imports as part of the overall 

recession or depression we are all living through," said Christopher Lee, managing partner of 

Hlghstar. 

Lee said the firm was making a long-term Investment In the port, and was not concerned about Its 

short-term problems. 

"Ports are going to be one of the first lines of the economy to tum· when the environment 

Improves, he said. "We want to be ahead of the competition.· 

The Port of Oakland will receive a $60 million payment upfront out of the $150 mUllen, Lee said. 

The rest of the money will go to improve berths 20 through 24 In Oakland's outer harbor. 

These Improvements will Include new cranes for the berths and environmental Improvements, Lee 
said. He expects the project to create 6,000 jobs, mostly at the port and In construction. 

Ports America also will have to pay a yearly lease payment to the Port, which will start at $19.5 

million and escalate over the period of the agreement, which Is set to start In January 2010. 

A second, larger phase of the port agreement also could be put into play, Lee said, Which would 

Involve a $350 million Investment. That could include plans to link the port with more rail lines. 

The seaport ranks among the top four In the U.S In terms of annual container traffic, according to 

the port's website 

Investment In U.S. Infrastructure has become closely watched after President obama made it a 

key part of hls.economlc stimulus plan. 

Hlghstar will not receive any government funds for Its port project, but Lee Is hopeful the stimulus 

plan will kick off a wider boom In Infrastructure Investment. 

"l am optimistic that one of the things that will come out of this recession is a renewed emphasis 

on rebuilding our Infrastructure: he said.

Capital at Risk Issue 

8 C.F.R. 204.6(j)(2) states that: 

... To show that the petitioner has invested or is actively in the process of investing the 
required amount of capital, the petition must be accompanied by evidence that the petitioner 
has placed the required amount of capital at risk for the purpose of generating a return on the 
capital placed at risk ... 

In Matter oflzumii, USCIS held that the investment funds must be fully "at risk" in the new commercial 
enterprise for the investment to meet the definition of "capital" as defmed at 8 C.P.R. 204.6( e). The decision 
states as follows: 

To enter into a redemption agreement at the time of making an "investment" evidences a 
preconceived intent to unburden oneself of the investment as soon as possible after 
unconditional permanent resident status is attained. This is conceptually no different from a 
situation in which an alien marries a U.S. citizen and states, in writing_that he will divorce her 
in two years. The focus here is on the green card and not on the business ... [One] could 
argue that an alien who enters into· a redemption agreement considers the continued success 
of the U.S. workers and U.S. businesses secondary. His primary concern is obtaining a 
permanent resident status for as little money as possible. 

For the alien's money to be considered truly at risk, the alien cannot enter into a parmership 
knowing that he already has a willing buyer in a certain number of years, nor can he be 
assured that he will receive a certain price. Otherwise, the arrangement is nothing more than 
a loan, albeit an unsecured one.

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Per Matter ofizumii, investors "may not enter into a redemption agreement with the new commercial 

enterprise at any time prior to completing all of his cash payments" or "enter into a redemption agreement 

prior to the end of the two year period of conditional residence." 

This is a final request. An "at risk" investment agreement cannot also contain a written redemption 

agreement.
