DISCUSSION: The Director, Vermont Service Center, denied the special immigrant visa petition. The 
Administrative Appeals Office (AAO) dismissed the petitioner's appeal. The United States Court of Appeals 
for the Third Circuit remanded the matter to the AAO pursuant to litigation. On March I 1 ,  2005, the 
petitioner, through counsel, requested that the appeal be withdrawn, because the beneficiary has become a 
IawfuI permanent resident through alternative means and the present matter is now, therefore, moot.
