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DISCUSSION: The application was denied by the Director, Nebraska Service Center. The
matter is now before the Administrative Appeals Office (AAQO) on appeal. The appeal will be
dismissed.

The applicant is a native of Mexico who claims to have naturalized on December 29, 1955. The
applicant filed a Form N-565, Application for Replacement Naturalization/Citizenship
Document, seeking a replacement certificate of naturalization claiming his document was lost.

The director concluded that there was no record of the applicant’s naturalization and the
applicant had failed to submit any evidence that a certificate of naturalization had been issued to
him. The application was accordingly denied.

On appeal, the applicant maintains that he is a naturalized U.S. citizen, as evidenced by his
sister’s certificate of naturalization. See Statement Accompanying Form I1-290B, Notice of
Appeal to the AAO.

Section 343 of the Immigration and Nationality Act (the Act), 8 U.S.C. § 1454, and the
corresponding regulations at 8 C.F.R. § 343a provide, in relevant part, for the replacement of
certificates of naturalization and citizenship when the original document has been lost, mutilated
or destroyed; or when the citizen’s name has been changed pursuant to a court order.

In this case, U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services records indicate that the applicant was

not issued a certificate of naturalization or citizenship nor has the applicant submitted proof that
such a certificate was issued to him. The applicant’s appeal must therefore be dismissed.

ORDER: The appeal is dismissed.
